CVTU will again offer winter Fly Tying Classes. We will be
conducting both beginner and intermediate/advanced sessions
simultaneously. Beginners will learn to tie 8 flies that will pro-
gressively build the skills needed to learn fly tying and will also
then be armed with effective flies for the upcoming trout sea-
son. Intermediate/advanced tiers will participate in a workshop
setting where CVTU tiers will demonstrate some of their favor-
ite patterns and techniques.

The course will be offered in conjunction with the South Mid-
dleton Township Parks & Recreation Department and will be
held at the Boiling Springs High School. The program will begin
on Thursday, January 21, 2010, and will meet every Thursday
evening from 7-9 PM for 8 consecutive weeks, with the last
session on March 11.

Each class will be limited to 20 students, advanced registra-
tion will be required, and a nominal fee will be charged for the
course. The fee is $10 for South Middleton Township residents
and $13 for non-residents. In addition, for beginning tiers there
will be a fly tying material and hook kit and instructional materi-
als for the patterns that will be taught. The material kits for be-
ginning tiers are $8.

sion. The survey will be sent to your email ad-
dress.

We attempted an earlier survey, via tele-
phone, about 18 months ago. While some
valuable data were collected as synopsized
below, we were only able to connect with 32
members, or about 7% of the membership.
The board is hopeful that sending you the sur-
vey by email and posting it on the website will
receive a greater return.

The earlier survey indicated that while
slightly better than 50% of respondents joined
TU to support coldwater conservation and just
under 50% joined to support fly fishing, the vast
majority of respondents stated that TU's cold-
water conservation efforts were their most val-
ued member benefit. While 18 respondents
preferred to fish for wild trout, 14 professed no
preference for wild over stocked fish. Most re-
spondents practice catch and release. Of the
32 respondents, 17 stated that they never at-
tend chapter meetings, and 9 described them-
selves as infrequent attendees (1-5 meetings
per year).

Hopefully, more members will respond to
our new survey, providing a more representa-
tive sampling of the members' desires. Please
take a few minutes to complete the survey
when you receive it.

Partridge and Orange

Wet-fly fishing is making somewhat of a
comeback, particularly since the soft-hackle
type has become popular. For me, the best
wet-fly fishing is in the spring. Several years
ago, the late Gene Utech, one of the best of the
wet-fly fishermen, introduced me to soft-hackle
wet flies.

| did some research and tied some soft-
hackle patterns, one of which was the Partridge
and Orange. | had great success with this pat-
tern. Over the years I've made some minor
adjustments in the tying of the pattern to suit
my likes.

Pattern
Hook: #12-16 wet fly hook
Thread: rusty brown 8/0

Rib: fine gold or copper wire

Abdomen: orange Uni Floss

Thorax: gray dubbing (natural fur or
artificial)

Hackle: brown partridge

Tying Instructions

1. With the hook in the vise, attach tying thread
mid-shank, tie in a length of fine wire, and wrap
over the wire back to the hook barb.

2. Wrap the thread forward, tie in the orange
floss, and wrap back over the floss to the hook
barb.

3. Wrap the floss forward three-quarters of the
hook shank. Counter wrap the wire forward
over the floss evenly spaced and tie off.

4. Dub a sparse thorax over the spot where
you tied off the floss. This makes a backing to
help prevent the hackle from sliding backwards
because the hackle will be attached right in
front of the dubbing.

5. Now here is where | have made some of my
own personal changes. | select a partridge
feather that when wrapped the fibers will extend
to about the bend of the hook. Contrary to the
usual way of wrapping the feather by the stem
to eliminate a lot of bulk, | tie in a feather by the
tip. But before | begin attaching the feather

to the hook, | strip the fibers on the side of the
feather that when wrapped will lay on the hook
shank.

6. Start wrapping on the bare front hook shank
in front of the dubbing about three turns, each
one a little forward of the previous wrap.

7. Tie down and trim off the excess of the
feather.

8. Sweep the fibers back with your fingers and
wrap over their bases so that the fibers cock
back toward the hook point. Form a neat head
and whip finish.
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
