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mine as it catches fish.  The optional tail adds 
to the effectiveness if the fish are not taking 
the tailless variety. 
 

Pattern 
 

Hook:       dry fly hook, size 16-26 
Thread:      black 8/0 pre-waxed 
Body:       fine peacock herl 
Hackle:       grizzly, appropriately sized 
Rib:       fine gold wire (optional) 
Tail:       white or gray poly yarn (optional) 
 

Tying Instructions 
 

1.  Wind on thread, starting at the eye and 
back to the bend. 
2.  At the bend tie in the peacock (1 to 2  
strands) depending on the fly size. (don’t put 
on too much).  
3.  The following steps are optional (a) tie in 
very find gold wire at the bend; (b) tie in a 
small amount (wisp) of poly yarn for the tail.  
Trim to about ¼ inch long. 
4.  Tie in the appropriate size grizzly hackle. 
5.  Wrap peacock herl toward the eye, stop-
ping short enough to leave space for the head. 
6.  Palmer the hackle forward, toward the eye, 
tie down, again, leaving enough room for 
wrapping the head. 
7.  (Optional Step) If you have used the fine 
gold wire, wrap the wire palmer style evenly 
spaced toward the eye, but wrap the wire the 
opposite direction that you wrapped the grizzly 
hackle.  Tie off at the eye, again leaving 
enough room for the head.  Many tiers feel 
that this wire wrapped opposite will strengthen 
the fly. 
8.  Create a head with thread, whip finish, and 
put on a light coat of cement.
