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CDC Caddis

This is one of my favorite patterns. It is
my go-to fly when conditions are good for
dry flies, but nothing is hatching. Caddis,
especially small ones, hatch sporadically
throughout the day and throughout the sum-
mer and early fall. Work shallow riffles,
pocket water, and current edges if no fish
are showing on top.

Be sure to carry Frog Fanny or some
similar desiccant to remove fish slime from
the CDC and restore the fly after each trout
grabs it.

Pattern
Hook: Daiichi 1100/1110, size 18-24
Thread: tan 8/0 Uni-thread
Body: thread
Wing: 3 CDC feathers, natural or tan

Tying Instructions

1. 1 use the 1100 hook for size 18 & 20 and
1110 for size 22 & 24. Size 20 shown.

2. Starting slightly less than one eye width
behind the eye, wrap the thread back to the
bend of the hook in tight, touching turns.

3. Spin the bobbin clockwise (looking down
as it hangs from the hook).

4. Wrap back toward the eye in an open spi-
ral, creating a segmented effect. Stop at the
starting point leaving the shank bare equal to
about 1/2 of the eye width.

5. Stack 3 similar sized and shaped CDC
feathers together. Stroke the feather tips
into a paint brush-like appearance.

6. Pinch the bundle and tie in just behind
the eye with the tips pointing to the rear.
Make 8 - 10 tight wraps at the tie-in point.

7. Make 2 - 3 turns between the CDC bun-
dle and the hook shank to help keep the
bundle sitting on top of the hook.

8. Lift the feather butts and whip finish un-
derneath them. Trim the butts leaving a
small amount to represent a head.

9. Trim the rear of the wing if the feather tips
are not aligned to your liking.
