From the President, Jim Hutcheson

As we approach a new year, | hope that each of you had a
wonderful holiday and that 2009 brings good health, enjoyment,
and a sense of well being in these difficult times.

| would like to dedicate the bulk of this New Year's message
to updating you on CVTU’s important youth education program,
Trout in the Classroom. As you might remember, we started
participating in this national TU program last year with a grant to
Cumberland Valley High School. By any measure, the program
was a great success, and several dozen healthy trout fry were
released into Children’s Lake at Boiling Springs in May. This
year we added three more schools to the program: New Cum-
berland Middle School, Mechanicsburg Middle School and Wil-
son Middle School in Carlisle. The three new teachers (Amy
Steffee of Carlisle, Kelly Smith of Mechanicsburg and Andre Fa-
ranov of New Cumberland) and | attended a training program in
early October where the teachers had a chance to learn the
technically necessary things about set-up and maintenance of a
cold water aquarium as well as to benefit from the experience of
other teachers who had been in the program for several years.

The schools received equipment in September and October,
and that time was spent on set-up and preparing the water to
receive trout eggs (supplied by the PA Fish and Boat Commis-
sion). Eggs arrived in November, and | paid my first visits in
early December. The day of my visits was a very special day for
the children participating in the program—and not because |
was visiting, but because that very day was the day the tiny fry
which had finally absorbed their egg sacks and had started to
swim clear of the brooder baskets and swim freely in the aquar-
ium. The kids were certainly excited. Indeed, they seemed to
be very excited about the program as a whole and are enthusi-
astically learning much about trout behavior, healthy stream
habitats and the importance of clean water — not just for the
trout.

The teachers are also very enthusiastic about the program
and about the involvement of CVTU members in their class-
rooms. Early in January | hope to be able to take a few of our
talented fly tiers to the classes to show how we mimic the natu-
ral food of the trout. This fly tying session was very popular last
year, and | am sure that it will prove to be equally interesting for
the kids this year.

Classes. We will be conducting both beginner
and intermediate/advanced sessions simulta-
neously. Beginners will learn to tie 8 flies that
will progressively build the skills needed to
learn fly tying and will also then be armed with
effective flies for the upcoming trout season.

Fur Sculpin

The sculpin is a small fish residing in most
trout streams. Their numbers are especially
large in limestone streams. Fly anglers know of
their existence and value as trout fodder.
Sculpins are rarely seen unless the angler is spe-

cifically looking for them. They reside under
rocks, logs and other debris, and in and among
elodea and watercress. When their hiding areas
are disturbed, they quickly dart to the stream bot-
tom or other cover. Small sculpins are tan in
color, and as they grow larger, they take on olive
and darker colors. The largest sculpins are
mostly dark (such as black or dark brown) with
olive shades. The sculpin’s body profile is differ-
ent from other minnows. They have a broad and
somewhat flat head with a wedge shape body.
Remember as mentioned earlier, they dart from
one location to another. | have been successful
using sculpins when “dead drifted” adding quick
movements. | also allow the sculpin to sink to
the bottom, moving it quickly while retrieving. In
either case, the sculpin needs to be weighted.

Pattern
Hook: Mustad 3366 sizes 6 through 10
Thread:  6/0
Tail: marabou to match body color
Body: Australian Opossum - black, tan, olive
Weight:  lead eyes and round lead-free wire

Tying Instructions

1. Bind lead eyes on top of hook shank, leaving
a good space in front.

2. Wrap round weight from hook bend to lead
eyes.

3. Tie on marabou tail at the hook bend.

4. Make spinning loop with your thread in front
of the tail.

5. Put the Australian fur in the spinning loop.

6. After the loop is full, twist the loop until it is
tight.

7. Wrap the spinning loop forward, packing it
tightly between turns. Go around and in front
of the lead eyes.

8. Tie off and cut thread.

9. Cut the fur flat on the lead eye side of the
hook shank, as this will be the bottom of the
fly.

10. Trim the head fur in a round shape and the
body fur in a wedge shape to the tail.
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
