A new rental house on Penns Creek, located
about two miles downstream of the Cherry Run
area near Weikert, has been reserved for the
period April 18 to April 25. Remember, April 18 is
the statewide opening of trout season, and the
long pool in front of the creek side house is
stocked with trout. The Catch and Release sec-
tion on Penns Creek begins near the Cherry Run
area and continues upstream for 3.9 miles.

Fishing pressure on the Catch and Release
area should be light, and the timing should be
excellent for the appearance of segments of the
Sedge, Grannom and Hendrickson hatches. A
total of six anglers per day can be accommo-
dated.

The house has a kitchen equipped for those
that elect to prepare their own meals. The Union
County Sportsmen’s Club is nearby, and as a
member, | can take guests for meals at that loca-
tion. Those individuals wanting to stay the long-
est period of time during the week will be given
room reservation priority. The rate per night is
$30.

Dry caddis imitations with an egg sac are
good flies along with a caddis pupae imitation
fished down and across and just under the sur-
face can be a good tandem and technique. Con-
sult CVTU’s Favorite Flies book on pages 22
(submitted by Clark hall) and 63 (submitted by
Tom Baltz) and 64 (submitted by Ken Okorn) for
Grannom fly pattern possibilities. Another source
is www.fourseasonsflyfishing.com .

Wet Fly Ant

There are many patterns and designs for ants
as dry fly terrestrials. In the past, | have provided
the “Easy Ant”, a floating terrestrial. With the
Wet Fly Ant, I've discovered a well known but
little used way of presenting the ant to the trout.
Instead of a floating drift, this pattern is fished as
a wet fly, just under the subsurface, and it is very
effective. You may also put a small split-shot to
go a little deeper.

Pattern
Hook: #12 - #18 wet fly
Body: 6/0 black thread
Hackle:  black - appropriate size

Tying Instructions

1. Secure hook in vise.

2. Start wrapping the thread from the eye back
to the bend of the hook.

3. Begin building one of the two segments of
the ant body by the use of thread only. The
back segment at the bend should be the lar-
ger segment. Lay a base foundation of
thread 1/3 the length of the hook shank.
Keep wrapping over until you have a seg-
ment to represent the rear body of the ant.
Be careful as you build it up that you keep
wrapping toward the center of the segment
S0 as not to have the thread slip off.

4. In front of the rear segment, tie in an appro-
priate size black hackle. Wrap three times
and tie off.

5. In front of the hackle build up a smaller front
segment using the same procedure as with
the rear segment. Leave enough space right
in back of the eye to whip finish.

6. You can use different finishes for the fly
body. | use black lacquer finger nail polish.

7. Letdry for a few minutes and the fly is ready.

Remember, fish this ant as a wet fly just under
the subsurface of the water. Good luck.
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One more cast and I'll call it a day.
