According to a recent survey, the Yellow
Breeches was identified as the most frequently
fished stream in PA. Beginning with the first Fri-
day in January and concluding in late July, seven
key non-state trout stockings are performed. In
addition to CVTU assisting with the float stocking,
we have an excellent opportunity to shed the
cabin fever bug and then follow thorough with the
enjoyment of being outdoors.

A supplemental stocking takes place prior to
the Rivers Conservation and Fly Fishing Youth
Camp in mid June. Another supplemental stock-
ing takes place prior to the Project Healing Wa-
ters held in July. This fishing event is held to pro-
vide injured service members and veterans with
an opportunity to enjoy a quality day of fly-fishing
and fellowship. These are both rewarding pro-
jects that would not provide such a noteworthy
experience for the participants without the stock-
ing of trout in the Yellow Breeches.

The source of all of these supplemental stock-
ings in the Catch and Release area is the Yellow
Breeches Anglers and Conservation Association,
Inc. www.ybac.homestead.com _ (YBAC). YBAC
performs stocking of trout along approximately 14
miles of the Breeches.

Traditionally, Children’s Lake, the Run, and
the Catch and Release areas are stocked the
day prior to float stocking the rest of the Yellow
Breeches. There just aren't enough day light
hours to complete the entire job in one day.

YBAC is a significant driving force for many

anglers and should be applauded for their recent
promotion of catch and release practices and
their spirit of determination to maximize fishing
opportunities for all anglers residing in and out-
side the Cumberland Valley. Its members volun-
teer for extra work and demanding assignments
that go beyond what is expected to operate a
trout nursery that annually raises and stocks over
36,000 trout. YBAC sponsors the Special Needs
Day for Kids held on the South Middleton Town-
ship Municipal Building park grounds at 520 Park
Drive, Boiling Springs.

CVTU members assist in that event and also
aid YBAC by joining their organization. The 2009
membership, at a cost of $12 adult and $3 Junior
(under 16), maximizes the four season fishing
opportunity for all anglers!! Plan to attend the
YBAC's Spring Outing fund-raiser scheduled for
March 28 at the Allenberry Meadow. This is defi-
nitely a worthwhile organization, and our working
with them on a co-operative basis will provide
benefits to our chapter as well as to the many
others they serve.

A new rental house on Penns Creek, located
about two miles downstream of the Cherry Run
area near Weikert, has been reserved for the
period April 18 to April 25. Remember, April 18 is
the statewide opening of trout season, and the
long pool in front of the creek side house is
stocked with trout. The Catch and Release sec-
tion on Penns Creek begins near the Cherry Run
area and continues upstream for 3.9 miles.

Fishing pressure on the Catch and Release
area should be light, and the timing should be
excellent for the appearance of segments of the
Sedge, Grannom and Hendrickson hatches. A
total of six anglers per day can be accommo-
dated.

The house has a kitchen equipped for those

Dry caddis imitations with an egg sac are
good flies along with a caddis pupae imitation
fished down and across and just under the sur-
face can be a good tandem and technique. Con-
sult CVTU’s Favorite Flies book on pages 22
(submitted by Clark Hall) and 63 (submitted by
Tom Baltz) and 64 (submitted by Ken Okorn) for
Grannom fly pattern possibilities. Another source
is www.fourseasonsflyfishing.com Click on
the “Fly of the Week” link and look for Grannom
and Hendrickson patterns.

Wiggle Body Nymph (Hinge Style)

During an October steelhead fishing trip to the
Erie area, | met a fly fisher on Elk Creek that was
hooking up with large size steelhead on a fre-
guent basis. | worked my way down the creek to
within respectable distance of his position. He
continued to catch and release steelhead at an
admirable pace. | began a conversation with him
and soon discovered that the fly fisher was amia-
ble and willing to talk about his obvious fishing
success. Elk had a fair number of anglers in that
same area, and it was obvious that the other an-
glers were fishing and this fly fisher was catching.

| discovered that he was using a size 12 ar-
ticulated (hinged style) pheasant tail nymph. He
offered to give me one to try, but since it was
nearing late afternoon and he had been fishing
since early morning and had lost all but the fly on
the line, that didn’t happen. | asked if | could see
the fly. Basically it was two pheasant tail nymphs
joined together by monofilament tippet material.

The fly fisher said he usually had good results
with the articulated fly in October and again in
March. A good supply of articulated pheasant tail
nymphs will be in my steelhead fly box.

NOTE: The following recipe is for the wiggle
style Pheasant Tail Nymph, but the same hinge
style tying format can be applied to other nymph
like the Gold Ribbed Hare’s Ear, Prince Nymph,
etc. Also, the wiggle body hinge nymph can be
used not only for steelhead but other trout as
well.

Pattern
Hook: Mustad, 3906, size 14 or 12
Thread: Camel, 6/0
Bead: 1/8 Inch Gold
Tail: 4 Pheasant Tail fibers
Rib: Dark Grey Ostrich Herl or Gold
Ultra Wire
Body: Beaver Dubbing Rusty Brown
Wing Case: Dark Brown Turkey
Hackle: Dark Brown
Hinge: 5X Monofilament or 5X Fluoro-

carbon Tippet Material
Tying Instructions

1. Secure the body extension hook in the vise
and wrap a single layer of thread to the bend
of the hook. No need to de-barb the hook
since the hook point will be clipped off.

2. Tiein 4 or 5 pheasant tail fibers for the tail and
also tie in a single dark grey ostrich herl as the
rib material. Optional rib would be Gold Ultra
Wire. Wind the pheasant tail fibers forward and
rib with the ostrich herl. Tie off, and the exten-
sion body is complete.

3. Remove the extension body hook from the
vise and clip the hook point near the bend.

4. Secure a gold beaded de-barbed hook in the
vise and tie a 5-inch piece of 5X fluorocarbon
to the hook shank.

5. Insert the end of the fluorocarbon through the
eye of the body extension hook and fold over
the main hook shank. Wrap with tying thread
and cover with Fishin’ Glue or other brand of
super glue. The finished loop should be large
enough to allow the body extension hook eye
to move freely.

6. Tie in the turkey wing case and brown hackle
at the hook bend. Dub the rusty brown body,
palmer (three turns) the brown hackle and
overlay hackle and dubbing with the wing
case. Trim the wing case overhang and then
trim the hackle fibers flush with the bottom of
the dubbing.

7. Tie off the tying thread behind the gold bead
and apply a dab of cement.
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
