     During the cleanup of Children’s Lake, many 
visitors and some of the FITS gang asked why the 
lake was drawn down.  Research has shown that 
lowering a lake’s level in winter can have a signifi-
cant impact on aquatic weeds. Children’s Lake has 
been the recipient of back-to-back years of week 
long endeavors to remove aquatic weed growth 
that may also include invasive aquatic weeds. This 
effort involved the contracting by The Children’s 
Lake Endowment Trust of an aquatic weed eater 
at a cost of approximately $5,000 per week.  Your 
Chapter contributed a total of $2,000 to that effort. 
Lowering the water in Children’s Lake just might 
be financially prudent.  Why? Some aquatic weeds 
do not have a tolerance for the freezing of the ex-
posed sediment that can occur from a winter draw 
down. Many of the weeds will then die off as a re-
sult of the draw down.  
     On February 28, a large Sycamore tree that 
had fallen during high winds landed precariously 
on the bank of the Yellow Breeches just below the 
stone camelback bridge near the uppermost 
reaches of the Catch and Release section. Styro-

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Sulphur Soft Hackle  
     This fly can be fished in the film or underneath 
the surface in a drift.  Early evenings in June be-
fore the sulphur duns break to the surface will be 
the best time for this fly to produce. 
 

Pattern 
 

Hook:  12 -18 dry fly hook 
Thread:  8/0 burnt orange 
Body:  3/0 golden yellow rayon floss  
     (in a bobbin) 
Thorax:  yellow sulphur dubbing 
Hackle:  breast feather from a hen  
     ringneck pheasant 
 

Tying Instructions 
 

1. Tie in the orange thread a millimeter or two 
behind the eye of the hook.  Wrap the thread 
backward completely covering the hook shank 
to the bend of the hook.  Wrap the thread for-
ward and tie off.   

2. Tie in the rayon floss behind the eye of the 
hook and wrap back to the bend of the hook 
completely covering the orange thread.  Wrap 
forward to about 1 mm from where you began.   

3. Dub a small, very small amount of the yellow 
sulphur dubbing to the floss and wrap a small 
ball of three wraps behind the eye of the hook.  
The ball should not exceed two times the di-
ameter of the hook wire.  Half hitch and cut the 
floss.   

4. Tie in the orange tying thread.   
5. Take the breast feather and tease it so the 

bars stand out at a 90 degree angle to the 
stem.  Tie the feather in by the tip with the 
concave side (the side that was closest to the 
body of the now deceased bird) facing up im-
mediately in front of the dubbing ball. 

6. Make no more than two wraps with the hackle 
and tie off.   

7. Wrap a finished head with the orange thread, 
whip finish and lacquer.   

 

     In lieu of ringneck pheasant, any other brown 
mottled breast or flank feather should work.  Just 
to be safe, avoid those feathers from endangered 
species such as spotted owl.   

foam items and other trash were collecting in the 
limbs that plied the bank. The next flood event 
would have washed the tree onto the nearby 
mound of rock outcropping enabling the collec-
tion of additional debris and presenting a life 
threatening hazard to boaters. Jerry Kerstetter 
supervised the shoreline enhancement effort, 
utilizing parts of the tree to stabilize the stream 
bank. We in FITS have assisted Jerry in many 
bank stabilization efforts on the Letort Spring 
Run. Hopefully the shoreline enhancement effort 
will take root before the next high water event. 
     On March 3, The FITS gang met at the Letort 
Spring Run near the Bonnybrook Road Bridge to 
remove a tree that had fallen into the water. The 
tree was removed allowing the unrestricted flow of 
water and then the gang proceeded to clean up 
the shore line and nearby area.  Enough trash in 
the form of glass bottles, Styrofoam containers 
(fast food type), plastic bottles, aluminum cans, 
etc. was collected to fill most of the bed of Jim 
Siedlarczyk’s pickup truck. It’s amazing that a pris-
tine spring water source could be subject to trash 
discarded by humans. The majority of the trash
