camper with a fly box with 4 dozen flies appropriate
for the Yellow Breeches. Over 60 individuals con-
tributed!

CVTU members also responded by volunteering
as ghillies for the 10 fishing sessions. We averaged
10 ghillies per session, providing adequate individ-
ual instruction to the campers. All campers caught
fish and several caught their first trout on a fly at
camp. Thank you to all who donated flies, worked
as ghillies, or helped the camp in any way.

Foam Bodied Hex

This fly is based on more conventionally tied
versions of the Hexagenia mayfly that | learned
about from Gene Giza and Tom Livingston.
Theirs had dubbed bodies and hackle wings, but it
is difficult to find necks that have good qual-
ity hackle with long fibers. Mine had too
much webbing, and after a few fish, they cast and
floated like a wet mop. | tried to come up with a fly
that would be a good floater, easy to tie, and still
catch trout. The deer hair wing and underbody, and
the foam body, are buoyant and help it to float. This

pattern has a lot of steps, but they are all fairly ba-
sic. It works very well on the Breeches during Au-
gust.

Pattern

Hook:  size 10, 2X long dry fly

Thread: 6/0 Light Cabhill

Tail: hackle feathers, one each dark dun
and ginger

Body: 1 mm olive foam, lightened by coloring
it over with yellow indelible marker

Rib 1: ginger hackle with short fibers (equal
to hook gap)

Rib 2: 3/0 yellow thread

wing: bronze dyed deer hair

Tying Instructions

1. Wrap the tying thread from behind the hook eye
to the bend and back to the 1/4 point of the shank.
This wrap forms a base to help keep the other ma-
terials from twisting on the hook shank.

2. Stack and tie in the deer hair wing on top of the
hook shank, with the tips forward. Let the hair flare
as in tying a Comparadun type fly.

3. Taper the butt ends of the deer hair towards the
bend and tie down by wrapping the tying thread to
the bend. Trim off any ends that stick up between
the thread wraps.

4. Tie in the hackle feather tails, hackle rib and
thread rib at the bend.

5. Cut a strip of the foam about 3" long and 1/8"
wide, tapering to a point on one end.

6. Tie in the foam at the bend and wrap the thread
forward to the wing. Then wrap the foam up to the
wing. Tie the foam strip off but do not cut off the
excess.

7. Palmer the rib hackle forward to the wing, wrap-
ping in the same direction as the foam, and tie off
behind the wing.

8. Wrap the thread rib forward to the wing in the
opposite direction to reinforce the hackle and tie off
behind the wing. Wrap thread forward to 1/8" be-
hind the hook eye.

9. Worap the remaining part of the foam strip for-
ward, using it to support the wings in their final posi-
tion. Tie off the foam strip and whip finish.
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
