Salt and Pepper Streamer

During the springtime when the fishing
season opens, the waters are usually a little
high and moving rather rapidly. This is the
time | like to use the ‘salt and pepper
streamer with split-shot, casting across the
stream, letting it drift naturally downstream
with the current, then slowly retrieving it. The
fish will usually take this streamer on the slow
retrieve. Although it is effective anytime,
early in the season | find is best.

Pattern
Hook: Any streamer hook sizes 8-12
Thread: Prewaxed black 6/0
Body: Cream or off-white dubbing
Hackle: Saddle or long grizzly

Tail: Black Marabou
Overwing: Black Marabou

Tying Instructions

Secure hook in vise.

2. Wrap black thread back to where the
hook bends.

3. Tie in a reasonable small clump of black
marabou for the tail.

4. Where you have secured the tail, tie in
the grizzly hackle by the tip or smaller
end.

5. Using the cream or off-white dubbing ma-
terial, dub forward toward the eye, leaving
space for the overwing and head.

6. Palmer the grizzly hackle forward, tie off
and cut off the excess. Remember, leave
enough space for the overwing and head.

7. Tie in the overwing of black marabou with
the tips extending to about the bend of
the hook. Cut off the excess.

8. Finish with a smooth head using the whip

finish or several half hitches. Cement the

head to create a smooth finish.
